Your images must have an EXIF properly captioned with title, artist, description, year, and copyright. The EXIF secures that your image will always be attributed to you. To edit your images EXIF, check free resources like the ones listed on this website, or use Photoshop (File > File info).

Hi-res versions of your files won’t be requested unless you are selected. You will be requested to supply these via DropBox, WeTransfer, or similar in Jan-Feb 2019. Failing this, your submission may be deemed unacceptable and you will lose your chance to be part of the project.
